Treatment & Research
The St roke Center ? Dallas conducts innovat ive 
research to gain and share know ledge that  
improves outcomes for rehabilit at ion of st roke 
and t raumat ic brain injury. Research-based 
development  and evaluat ion of new  experimental 
t reatment  regimens heightens the improvement  
of speech, language, cognit ion, and motor 
outcomes.

The St roke Center ? Dallas is now  provid ing 
addit ional t reatment  opt ions for oral and 
pharyngeal dysphagia. Clinical speech-language 
pathologists are t rained and cert if ied in ESP: 
Effect ive Swallow ing Protocol, a non-invasive FDA 
cleared t reatment  for dysphagia that  combines 
the most  effect ive elect rical st imulat ion 
parameters w ith resist ive exercises.
