Dr. John W. Rapley

General Dentistry in the USAF for five years, 

and completed his periodontal residency in 

1981 at Wilford Hall USAF Medical Center, San 

Antonio, Texas, with an additional Masters of 

Science degree from the University of Texas at 

Houston.  Dr. Rapley practiced periodontics and 

taught in the USAF periodontal residency until his 

retirement from the USAF in 1990.  He became 

the Director of Graduate Periodontics at UMKC 

in 1990 and held that position until 2000. He has 

been the Chairman of Periodontics at UMKC 

and Director of Undergraduate Periodontics 

since 1998.  He has published 49 articles and 

15 textbook chapters, and given over 144 

presentations in the United States and Europe.
